[image: ]1.	Call to Order by President Daria Snider at 19:00.

2.	Proposition for Membership – James Davenport made the motion to accept Jim Stallings and Yolanda Ortiz into active membership.  Second by Jill Bechtel.  No discussion.  All in favor, no opposed, motion carried.
	
3.	Minutes of Previous Meeting – Jill Bechtel made a motion to approve the minutes of November 28 as written.  Colin Carmichael seconded.  No discussion.  All in favor, no opposed, motion carried. 

4.	Report of Treasurer – Treasurer Ed Snider reported the following:
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]We have received an out of state $20 donation online through PayPal, bringing our PayPal account up to $25.68.  Ed will move income from the PayPal account to the checking account on a monthly basis to simplify bookkeeping.
b. Currently we have $8,223.04 in the checking account, plus an additional $150 in cash to be deposited from the 2012 Cinco de Mayo dinner.
c. Ed will be developing a structured treasurer’s report for future meetings.
d. Ed will also set up an auto-reply thank you note for online donors with tax id number. 
	
5.	Reading of Communications and Bills
a. $317 spent on gift certificates for Adopt-a-Family.
b. $25 Daily License Application fee for Crab Feed – Ed Snider made a motion to approve $25 to apply for a daily event permit for the evening.  Jill Bechtel seconded.  All in favor, none opposed, motion carried.  Lisa will apply for the permit.

6.	Report of Committees and Officers
a. James  Davenport reported that as liaison to the district board, reports are being well-received by the directors and they are continuing to be supportive of the department and its efforts.

7.	Unfinished Business
a.	Merchandise T-shirts - Designs have been finalized and pricing confirmed.  James Davenport made a motion to spend $333.88 plus tax on t-shirts to sell at fundraisers, Deli and Alta Store for roughly $226.12 profit.  Colin Carmichael seconded.  Shirts should be ready in time for the crab feed. If popular, may also market at Abe’s and 76.  All in favor, none opposed, motion carried.  Lisa will complete purchase.

8.	New Business	

	a.	PTA Crab Feed, February 9, 5:30 – 11:00 pm.
1) Ed and Daria will review existing bar inventory and create a shopping list for the event.  Lisa will make the purchase.
2) Ed suggested purchasing designated driver wristbands or a stamp and providing free soft drinks for designated drivers for event.  Lisa will research options.  Motion by Jill Bechtel to spend not more than $50 on wristbands to be used for future events.  Second by Cornell Davis.  No additional discussion.  All in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
3) Need bartenders, cashiers and designated drivers for the evening.  Jim has experience and has offered to bartend.  Colin and his girlfriend Amber are also available to assist and she has bartending experience.  Jill is unsure if she is available as of yet.  One of the Sniders will be available.  Cornell will assist as bouncer/designated driver. Yolanda, Cameron and Rich also indicated they would be available to assist.  Cameron has bartending experience.  Lisa will be out of town.  James may have to work.
4) James agreed to get some current bar pricing to replace our ticket structure and Lisa will print price lists before the event.
b.	CERT Team formation – currently working with Mountain County CERT to form an Alta Community Emergency Response Team.  Members will be added to the roster as support and will be responsible for setting up the evacuation center, organizing “warming” dinners and checking on CEN residents when needed.  Will need assistance training them.  See Lisa if you are available to help.
c.	Water Tender  - at the station.  Still needs to be equipped and drivers signed off by Placer County.  Fifth Wednesday of January to be used for this purpose.  Colin will coordinate efforts with Cal Fire and supervise activity.
d.	SCBA Proficiency – Chief Thickens would like to see all firefighters participating in monthly drills to improve safety and response.  Discussion by the firefighters concluded that drills would take too much time away from regular training nights and that a program combining self-testing with an additional opportunity following each Association meeting be developed.  Lisa will develop and post for February.
